Our goals in this process
include building classes that are heterogeneously grouped (a balance of boys and girls, ethnicities, achievement levels,
behaviors, special needs, etc.) and to match teachers’ personalities with students’ personalities. In the spring, Mrs.
Jackson and Mr. Holt meet with teachers in grade level teams to blend a broad body of data (achievement, behavior,
peer compatibility, special programs, etc.) to create classes. During the summer Mrs. Jackson and Mr. Holt review the
data provided by this profile to finalize classes. At this time teachers are assigned to these student groups. Final
decisions regarding class placements, including placing multiple birth siblings in the same classroom, are made by the
campus administration. Class placements will not be finalized before Meet The Teacher Night in August.
